Janice has obtained John’'s remains, the
Barcelona prison autopsy report, and the
smoking gun: the prison surveillance video
with the discovery of his body (and more).
The real story. And it 1s so different, and
so much crazier, than anything vyou've
heard.

We also have access to roughly 100GB of
never-before-seen footage from the McAfees’
lives together and time on the run.

We were the only team present and filming

at John McAfee's funeral in Spain. We also
filmed in Oakland with Janice’s sister when
Janice returned to America with John's
ashes.

Together, these give us exclusive character
access, 1ntimate family footage, official
materials, funeral footage, and unseen
archive from inside the McAfee story.
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Tom Putnam is a proud MENA filmmaker whose work straddles the documentary and
fiction worlds, making non-fiction films that feel cinematic and fiction projects that mix
movie stars with non-actors in rugged, spectacular locations. His 15 features and many
short films have played more than 700 festivals, from Sundance to Cannes, and won more
than 50 major awards, including a Spirit Award, the Grand Jury Prize at SXSW, and the
Audience Award at Tribeca.

His documentaries include BURN, the Detroit firefighting film with executive producer Denis
Leary; the Insane Clown Posse First Amendment documentary THE UNITED STATES OF

INSANITY, named “Best Music Documentary of the Year” by Film Threat; and MARWENCOL,
often voted one of the best documentaries of all time by critics around the world.

His comedy-adventure THE DARK DIVIDE stars David Cross, Debra Messing, and David
Koechner, with music by The Avett Brothers and Nirvana's Krist Novoselic. It became one of
the highest-grossing independent features of the COVID pandemic.

All four films have a 100% Fresh rating on Rotten Tomatoes.
Upcoming projects include the paramedic documentary INTO THE UNKNOWN, executive

produced by Steve Buscemi and former U.S. Surgeon General Dr. Richard Carmona, and
THE BLUNT TRUTH, a feature documentary about Afroman and his First Amendment Case.

Tom is a USC graduate with degrees in Cinematic Arts and Journalism, holds an MBA from
St. Mary's University, and is a licensed California private investigator with more than 5000
hours of field work.
